INDONESIAN TRANSITIONAL WORDS and PHRASES

Using transitional words and phrases shows the relationship between ideas and
makes the writing easier to understand.

Writing with related ideas make it easier for readers to follow from the first point to
the last.

Transitions show relationships, either from one sentence to another, or from one
paragraph to another. Below is a list of possible "relationships” that an existing idea
might have, followed by a list of "transition” words and phrases that connect the
ideas.

Tambahan (Addition):
juga (also), di samping itu (besides), selanjutnya (furthermore), sebagai tambahan
(in addition), lagipula (after all), lagi (again)

Akibat (Consequence):

demikian (thus), hasilnya (the result is), akibatnya (consequently), jadi (so),
walaupun (therefore), kalau begitu (if that’s the case), walaupun demikian (even
though), (kalau tidak (otherwise), maka (then), oleh karena itu (therefore),
demikianlah (thus), setelah itu/sesudah itu (after that)

Ringkasan (Summary):

bagaimanapun (after all), bagaimanapun juga (after all), setelah dipertimbangkan
semuanya (having considered everything), singkatnya (in a nutshell), ringkasnya
(in summary), sebagai penutup (in conclusion), pada umumnya (in general),
akhirnya (finally), jelasnya (it is clear that)

Penyamarataan (Generalise):
sesuai peraturan (according to the rules), biasanya (usually), seperti biasanya (as
usual), umumnya (generally), pada umumnya (in general), kebanyakan (mostly)

Uraian baru (Restatement):
pada intinya (in essence), dengan kata lain (in other words), yakni (that is), yaitu
(that is), singkatnya (in a nutshell), ringkasnya (in summary)

Perbedaan dan Perbandingan (Difference and Comparison):

bedanya (the difference is), begitu pula (likewise), sebaliknya (conversely), malahan
(in fact), demikian juga (likewise), di satu sisi (on the one hand), pada sisi lainnya
(on the other hand), agaknya (presumably), sama halnya (it’s the same), tetapi
(but), akan tetapi (however), bagaimanapun juga (nevertheless), namun (however)

Rangkaian (Sequence):

mula-mula (at first), awalnya (initially), pada awalnya (in the beginning),
permulaannya (to begin with), pada waktu yang sama (at the same time), mulai
sekarang (starting from now), untuk sementara ini (in the meantime), selanjutnya
(next), saat ini (now), berikutnya (next), nantinya (later), sementara itu (meanwhile),
kemudian (then), segera (immediately), sebelumnya (before), sesudahnya (after),
secara serentak (simultaneously), sebagai penutup (in closing)



Pengalihan (Diversion):
omong-omong (by the way), sambil lalu (in passing)

lustrasi (lllustrate):
misalnya (for example), contohnya (for example), umpamnya (for example), seperti
(like/as)

Persamaan (Sameness):
demikian juga (so too), sama dengan (the same as), lagipula (after all)

Arahan (Direction):

di sini (here), di sana (there), melebihi (over), hampir (almost), berhadapan
(opposite), di bawah (below), di atas (above), ke kiri (to the left), ke kanan (to the
right), di kejauhan sana (in the distance)
